Centre Bursaries

These bursaries are primarily (not exclusively) aimed at postgrads and junior researchers with no/limited other access to funding, but who are presenting at the conference or otherwise contributing to research relevant to the aims of the Centre.

The Centre bursary scheme seeks to provide the opportunity for researchers across a range of relevant disciplines interested in research in sport, exercise and osteoarthritis to be able to attend key conferences and research meetings. 

The aims are to promote the Centre’s work, increase collaborative opportunities and raise the Centre’s profile by providing competitive bursaries to researchers to present the Centre’s work at large international conferences that would otherwise be prohibitively costly. Due to the number of Universities within the Centre and the anticipated number of PhD students and post docs affiliated to the Centre these will be awarded competitively and with the prerequisite that applicants have applied for external funds and can clearly show benefit to the Centre.

Included within this bursary scheme are funding opportunities for visits to national and international collaborating centres for fellows and Centre PhD students.  These opportunities will provide additional stakeholder involvement particularly necessary with sporting bodies. There will need to be a large educational component to these visits from members of the Centre to inform these organisations about the Centre’s research agenda and how it relates to sport in the short and longer term. These visits should be key in translating the Centre’s findings.

These bursaries can be used to cover reasonable travel and accommodation costs. The guideline for accommodation costs is £60pn. Living costs (including food) are not covered. There is a cap of £1000 per application.  However, it should be noted that bursary funds are limited, thus even applications that meet the Centre’s criteria for funding may not be funded.  Partial grants may also be awarded (rather than covering full costs). The panel’s decision is final.  No correspondence will be entered into.
